Titanic packages for major new exhibition
AUTHENTIC TITANIC MENU OFFERED IN HOTEL'S RIVERCAFÉ

DETROIT – (March 21, 2003) – The Detroit Marriott Renaissance Center, located in the Renaissance Center in the heart of downtown Detroit, has become the official hospitality partner of the New Detroit Science Center and its major exhibition Titanic: The Artifact Exhibit, which is on display through September 7th.  The hotel, freshly re-established after a $100-million transformation, is the centerpiece of the newly renovated Renaissance Center, General Motors' world headquarters. As part of its new presence in the Detroit spotlight, the property has introduced its special “Titanic Package" celebrating the historic Science Center Titanic show.

From now through September 7th, guests can enjoy weekday Titanic Package rates, from Sunday through Thursday nights, at the Detroit Marriott Renaissance Center starting from $169 per room plus applicable taxes. The price includes accommodations for two plus two tickets to Titanic: The Artifact Exhibit.  On Friday and Saturday nights, a weekend Titanic Package rate is $144 per room plus applicable taxes, which includes the two tickets to the exhibition plus breakfast for two in the Marriott’s RiverCafé, which for the run of the exhibition is reviving Titanic’s shipboard cuisine with authentic meal presentations recreated from the historic vessel’s original dining room menu. 

During the period of Detroit's Titanic exhibition, the Detroit Marriott Renaissance Center's RiverCafé features a gala dinner replicated from the original Titanic dining room menu.  A la carte choices include Spring Pea Soup as a starter; Lobster Thermidor with Duchess Potatoes as an appetizer; Tournedos with Morels on Braised Cabbage as an entrée and a dessert choice of Waldorf Pudding, with walnuts, raisins and apples.  A prix fixe multi-course menu is also available at $35 per guest.

The 9,000-square-foot blockbuster show Titanic: The Artifact Exhibit opened February 7th at the New Detroit Science Center and brought immediate excitement and national attention to the Motor City.  The exhibit’s displays include: the history of the three-year construction of the Titanic; an authentic recreation of the vessel’s first- and third-class staterooms; a glimpse of life aboard the ship, including a stroll through one of its dining areas; and a “Striking Gallery” in which guests touch an iceberg and sense what the water must have felt like as Titanic descended into the ocean. There is a display on the recovery efforts that salvaged the artifacts from the Titanic’s ocean floor remains. And not to be overlooked is the IMAX film Titanica on Detroit’s first IMAX screen.

In addition to the Titanic Package, guests of the Detroit Marriott Renaissance Center can currently choose from several other exciting Spring packages. They include a “Two For Breakfast Package,” starting at $129 per night for accommodations for two and breakfast in the hotel’s River Café. For guests in search of exciting gaming action, the hotel offers its “Casino Package,” with rates starting at $139, including accommodations, room service breakfast for two, and redeemable vouchers for “Club Greektown,” a sophisticated Slots Club located in Detroit’s Greektown Casino featuring more than 100 table games. Finally, the Detroit Marriott Renaissance Center’s “Romance Package,” priced from $159, features accommodations, champagne upon arrival, breakfast in bed, and an upgrade to a romantic suite starting at $229.
