tITANIC: tHE ARTIFACT EXHIBIT Docks at THE NEW DETROIT SCIENCE CENTER 

WHO:
The New Detroit Science Center, Clear Channel Entertainment, and RMS Titanic, Inc. present the largest exhibition of Titanic objects ever recovered.
WHAT:
Titanic: The Artifact Exhibit, is a collection of hundreds of artifacts recovered from 2.5- miles below the North Atlantic surface.  It offers visitors the history, science and drama of the grand, but ill-fated ocean liner. 

In April of 1912, a few days into its maiden voyage, the Titanic struck an iceberg, broke in two and sank to the bottom of the ocean floor taking with her the lives of more than 1,500 passengers and crew.  It was an event that remains an important part of our maritime history. More than nine decades later, with the efforts in exploration, recovery and restoration by RMS Titanic, exhibition visitors will be able to reconnect with the past and relive the mesmerizing drama of the Titanic as it unfolded.


The exhibition provides a chronological account of the ship’s creation, the elegance of being on board, the collision with the iceberg and ultimate demise, and the recent discovery and recovery of her treasures. The galleries within the exhibition include accurate reconstructions of features such as the grand staircase, the first- and third-class living quarters and below-deck areas.

Visitors may add the IMAX® film Titanica or the Digital Dome Planetarium show Night of the Titanic for an additional $4 or both shows for an additional $6. Exhibit admission for children under age 2 is free.

The New Detroit Science Center features 110,000 square feet of scientific exploration, including Michigan’s only IMAX® Dome Theatre; a Digital Dome Planetarium; the Ford Learning Resource Center; the DTE Energy Sparks Theater; the DaimlerChrysler Science Stage; an 8,700 square-foot Science Hall for traveling exhibits; five exhibit laboratories – General Motors Motion Laboratory, Dow Foundation Life Sciences Laboratory, Waves & Vibrations Laboratory, Matter & Energy Laboratory and SBC Ameritech Children’s Gallery; and a Special Events Lobby. In July 2001, the Science Center completed a $30 million renovation and expansion. It served more than 471,000 visitors in its first year. 
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
