RMS Titanic, Inc. was granted salvor-in-possession rights to the wreck of the RMS Titanic by a United States Federal Court order in 1994, reconfirmed again in 1996. The court award includes the exclusive rights to recover artifacts from the wreck site.  The company also records the recoveries and documents and photographs the Titanic in detail, and maintains a comprehensive archive. The company was formed for the purpose of exploring the wreck using the data of the retrieved artifacts and of the wreck for historical verification, scientific education and public awareness. In addition, the company researches other wrecks and targets worldwide and conducts oceanographic research of surrounding oceans obtaining oceanographic data and scientific material. 

During six research and recovery expeditions conducted in 1987, 1993, 1994, 1996, 1998 and 2000, RMS Titanic, Inc. has painstakingly recovered over 6,000 artifacts from the wreck site, ranging from a massive 15 ton portion of the hull to personal effects and delicate porcelain dishes and glassware. 

As the only entity that has recovered and conserved items from the RMS Titanic, the company is in the unique position to present, in a previously untold manner, a visible and tangible perception of the Titanic and the artifacts to the general public through exhibition; ‘Titanic:  The Artifact Exhibit’. Over the last 10 years over 10 million people have attended the exhibit world wide.

RMS Titanic, Inc. is a publicly traded company listed on the OTC Bulletin Board under the ticker symbol SOST and is headquartered in Atlanta.
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
